Baptism of
infants and pre-school children is celebrated on the third
Sunday of each month at 1:00 PM (except during Lent),
and at the Easter Vigil. Parents (or expecting parents)
must be registered parishioners, call at least six weeks in
advance, and participate in a brief parent preparation
held regularly. Please call parish office for more
information.
