St. Rita of Cascia was born Margherita in the republic of Cascia in 1381.
Her name meant “pearl” but she was known simply as Rita. Through an
arranged marriage, Rita married Paolo Mancini, with whom she had two
sons. After her husband was murdered and both sons died of illness, Rita
was called to a vocation in religious life in an Augustinian convent.

As her health began to deteriorate, Rita was visited by a relative who
asked her if there was anything she could do for Rita. Rita asked for a rose ¥
to be brought to her from the family garden. Though it was January, the
relative found a single fresh rose growing in the family’s snow covered
w=== garden. She returned to the convent
w1th the rose for Rita.
